Lesson Plan for a visit to Route 5: Culture - Architecture
CULTURE - ARCHITECTURE

The long history of the area of ​​Solea and the rich cultural heritage through the ages is one of the features that attracted and inspired several visitors of the region, among them the poet awarded by the Nobel Prize, George Seferis.

The route features the 2 churches listed as UNESCO World Heritage Sites, watermills, museums, the Hani and various monuments of architectural significance.

The aim is for students to get in touch with important elements of local architecture and folk art and to realize that they are unique proofs of their cultural and ethnic identity.
COURSE PLAN FOR CULTURE-ARCHITECTURE

The following course is based on the thematic course "Culture-Architecture" and aims to propose a series of activities that could take place during the students' visit to points of interest on architecture and folk tradition, with the help of teachers. In order for the course plan to be complete and complete, the plan of approach to the architectural and folk tradition of the proposed Solea site, as well as the activities covered, are to prepare the students before their visit to the points, but also the time following their visit and returning to the class. Activities can be implemented in full or part of them, depending on the time the teacher has at his disposal.

COURSE PLAN OBJECTIVES
The suggestions are addressed to teachers who are interested in visiting their students with the above points of interest and to familiarize themselves with the architectural and folk tradition of the place as a key element of the history and socio-economic development of Cyprus. The aim of the proposals is to help:

· teachers: 
· Organize and conduct a more constructive educational visit to points of interest,

· Provide appropriate educational material,

· Discover ways of using the material at school or on the spot at points of interest, as well as cross-curricular activities for processing with their pupils.

· students: 
· Get to know the subject of the visit before and thus understand and deepen their knowledge during their visit to points of interest,

· to recognize the architectural and folk tradition of Solea,

· name the areas where traditional arts were developed,

· compare traditional lifestyle with modern lifestyle,

· learn how to process images and data in order to approach a new subject,

· Organised, methodically and with specific objectives,

· develop individual skills and cultivate their observability, memory and imagination,

· cultivate their social behaviour,

· develop or enhance collaboration through group activities,

· learn and express themselves through different forms of art. To appreciate the value of theatre, painting, song, play, photography,

· To be entertained and to not get bored.
COURSE PLAN FOR CULTURE-ARCHITECTURE

The sentences and the order presented are indicative. Depending on the time that can be devoted and the interest of students, activities can be added or omitted, and many of the activities proposed after the visit can be done before it.

The proposals also concern the issue of olive trees are cross-referenced so that there is a link to all the fields of the elementary school curriculum.

The topics related to architecture and popular heritage that students can meet and meet are the following:

A) BYZANTINE CHURCH ARCHITECTURE
• Byzantine churches of Troodos.

• UNESCO Cultural Heritage Sites

• Architecture

B) CULTURAL HERITAGE OF NEWER MONUMENTS
• Description and use of the watermill

• Description and use of the olive mill

• The Hani: what it was, what needs it served.

C) TRADITIONAL PROFESSIONS
• Where did the various arts develop?

• Description of traditional professions

• The tools they used,

• The importance of the continuation of folk art

D) RESIDENCES
• Areas from which the traditional house is made up.

• Household materials

• Furniture and decoration

• The importance of the continuation of folk art

E) CLOTHING
• What is male and female clothing made of,

• Colours and embellishments,
• Materials and means of construction

• The importance of the continuation of folk art
Based on the above, thematic groups of pupils are formed based on their goals and interests. Groups can be 3-5 people. Over the period of two months in 2-hours per week is proposed as the time for the course project to be implemented.

At the end of the lesson plan, each group will present the subject that it has undertaken using one or more means, such as:
· Written word
· 
verbal (narration or recitation)

Arts & crafts or paintings
PROPOSALS FOR USE OF MATERIAL BEFORE VISIT

The title of the lesson is listed on the board and students are called by the obstetrical method to give their own definition of folk art and architecture.

Then, with the method of brainstorming, students report different types of folk art, whose answers are written on the table. Students are told that their occupation will be with traditional dwelling, traditional clothing and traditional occupations, as well as elements of their architectural heritage.
PROPOSALS FOR THE USE OF MATERIAL DURING THE VISIT

During the visit to the various points of interest concerning architecture and popular culture, field research is carried out and students are looking for answers to questions that arose in the previous phase. At this stage, children are given opportunities to work in small groups. This phase takes up most of the time.

Recommended Activities: 

· Hand-out the worksheet (see appendix) to the students and ask them to complete it by observing the elements of the traditional costume and asking them to compare it with the present and to record the differences.
· Similarly, the appended Worksheet may be used to supplement work based on traditional occupations.
· Photographing of the space and exhibits.
Recording of students' impressions and observations.

Recommended materials: camera, notepad, sketchpad pencil.

Recommended Activities: 

· Record and photograph special architectural details as well as the wall paintings of the temple.
· Draw an item that impressed me.
Old Kakopetria
Recommended materials: camera, notepad, sketchpad pencil.

Recommended Activities: 

· Tour of old Kakopetria, observation and recording of the special architectural elements of the houses (balconies, etc.).
· Photograph old Kakopetria
· Draw a point of interest/house/building/element that impressed me.
Styllis’s Watermill
Recommended materials: camera, notepad, pencil.

Recommended Activities: 

· Record the watermill’s parts and how it works.
· Photograph the watermill
PROPOSALS FOR THE USE OF MATERIALS AFTER THE VISIT

After returning to school, the students have gained more knowledge and experience. At this point in time, they should not believe that the subject was exhausted, but to understand that the discussion and processing of various topics after their visit to space, is equally important.

Talk to your students about what impressed them most with their visit to each point of interest and spend a little more time on some activity that aims to entertain, deepen and empower all those who have seen and heard.

Here are some suggestions for activities you can take and join in each lesson:
GEOGRAPHY
We stick the photos we took out of our visits to the museums, churches and monuments of the newer heritage on a map of Cyprus.
HISTORY
· Ancient occupations and professions, that still exist today.
RELIGIOUS EDUCATION (R.E.)
· Noah, the Dove and the olive branch. A symbol of peace and joy.

· The use of oil in the Christian faith.
ARTS & CRAFTS
· Make a collage with the photos that I took from my visits to the points of interest

· Draw an amphora, a display or items based on an olive tree.
· We create a group project titled “Peace & Olive”

· Make a mini 3D version of Old Kakopetria.
THEATRE STUDIES
· Put-on a play regarding old occupations of a previous age.
INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY (I.T.)
· Search the web for information.
PHYSICAL EDUCATION (P.E.)
· Representation of Olympic Games and award of the coin.
